Section 5. That the recorder hereby is directed to enlter in the 
lien docket of the City of Stayton a statement of all the assess- 
ments made by this ordinance, the same to be entered in due and 
regular form as provided by the Charter and Ordinances of the 
City of Stayton. 

Section 6.  That the ownership of the several lots, parts of lots 
and parcels of land liable for said assessment is found to be in ' 

the person, persons, firm or corporation whose names appear in 
the apportionate column of descriptions of said lots, parts of 
lots and parcels of land, and the recorder hereby is directed to 
prepare and the chief of police to serve upon such owners a notice 
of such assessment and lien, and the recorder further is directed 
to serve such notice by publication upon such owners upon whom 
personal service cannot be had within the said City of Stayton, 
all in accordance with the provisions of the Charter and Ordinances 
of the City of Stayton. 

Section Z. It hereby is adjudged and declared that existing conditions 
are such that this ordinance is necessary for the immediate pres- 
ervation of the public peace, health and safety; and, owing to the 
urgent necessity of maintaining the public credit, an emergency is 
declared to exist, and this ordinance shall take effect and be in 
full force and effect from and after its passage.
