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VIOLATION: PENALTY

Except as otherwise set out specifically in this code, any person violating any of the provisions or
failing to comply with any of the mandatory requirements of this code or city ordinance is guilty of
a violation.

Except in cases where a different punishment is set out by any city ordinance or this code, any
person convicted of a violation under subsection 1. of this section shall be punished by a fine of
not more than two hundred fifty dollars ($250.00).

If any person has been convicted of a violation under subsection 1. of this section, at any time
within two (2) years prior to any prosecution, such second or subsequent violation may be
prosecuted as a misdemeanor, punishable by a fine of not more than one thousand dollars
($1,000.00) or by imprisonment not to exceed thirty (30) days, or by both such fine and imprison-
ment.

The remedies provided in this section are cumulative and not exclusive. In addition to the
penalties provided above and those specifically set out in particular sections of this code, the city,
by and through its authorized personnel, may pursue any remedy provided by law including the
institution of injunction, mandamus, abatement, or other appropriate proceeding to prevent,
temporarily or permanently enjoin, or abate a code violation. (prior code section 1.500)

EACH ACT A SEPARATE VIOLATION

Whenever in this code an act is prohibited or is made or declared to be unlawful or an offense, or the doing
of an act is required, or the failure to do an act is declared to be unlawful or an offense, each day a violation
continues constitutes a separate offense, and any person convicted of such offense shall be punished
accordingly. (prior code section 1.510)
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1.32.990 DEFAULT OF PAYMENT

Any person who is in default of payment of any fine provided in this code or any ordinance of the city may
be imprisoned in the municipal jail for a period of one (1) day for each five dollars ($5.00) of such fine to a
maximum of thirty (30) days; provided, however, that no person shall be imprisoned under this provision
whose failure to pay such fine results solely from his indigence and consequent financial inability to pay
such fine. (prior code section 1.520)
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
