Data Collection
• 4 crashes in the last 5 years
• Measured 85th percentile 

speed of 41 mph
• 5,500 Average daily traffic
• 14 daily pedestrian 

crossings between 12:00 & 
6:00

Findings
• Enhanced crossing treatments are recommended for a 

few reasons:
– 3 lane road section results in longer crossing distance
– Vehicle speeds exceeding 40 mph
– Crossing is located at the top of a crest vertical curve
– Pedestrian generating uses nearby including schools, homes, 

and assisted living facility
– Likely seasonal adjustments to pedestrian traffic
